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Expendable Gift Agreement 
University of Oregon Academic Forum
We, Dee and Don Duck (Donors), promise to make a gift of cash in the amount of $50,000 to the University of Oregon Foundation, to establish the University of Oregon Academic Forum (Fund) for the benefit of the University of Oregon, Office of the Provost. 
This gift will be fulfilled in one payment made by June 30, 2011.
Upon acceptance of the gift, the Foundation shall establish the University of Oregon Academic Forum as a currently spendable, not endowed fund. The Fund shall be used for the purposes set forth in this Agreement.
Fund Purpose
To provide support for a recurring series of lectures and workshops offered by the Office of the Provost. 

The Fund may be used to pay any costs associated with providing the lecture and workshop series. Expenditures from this Fund are restricted to expenses associated with the lecture and workshop series and may include, but are not limited to travel, room and board, honoraria, events, promotional costs and other miscellaneous expenses. 

The University Provost or designee shall evaluate potential lecturers and workshops based on professional and academic merit.
The expenditures from the Fund must be in accordance with all University policies and procedures.  
Foundation Administrative Provisions

1. Upon acceptance of the gift, the Foundation may charge a one-time 5% fee to be used for fundraising and management purposes.

2. For investment purposes, all or any part of the Fund may be merged with the other expendable investment assets of the Foundation and invested at the discretion of the Board of Trustees of the Foundation.

3. Additions to the Fund in the form of assets acceptable to the Foundation may be made at any time by any persons and shall thereafter be subject in all respects to the terms, provisions, and conditions of this Agreement.

4. While any balance remains, the use of the Fund shall be in compliance with the purpose stated above. If, as determined by the President of the University of Oregon or the President’s designee, a change of circumstances should render the designated purpose of the Fund unlawful or no longer practical or reasonably achievable or beneficial to the University of Oregon, then the Foundation and the University, after consulting with the living donors, if any, may use the remaining balance of the Fund as they may deem prudent to further the objectives and purposes of the University, giving due consideration to the retention of the Fund name and the purpose of the Fund expressed above.

5. The Fund shall be managed in accordance with applicable laws of the State of Oregon.
6. This Agreement signed by all parties constitutes the final written expression of all the terms of this Agreement and is a complete and exclusive statement of those terms. Any and all representations, promises, warranties or statements by any agent of the Donors, the University or the Foundation that differ in any way from the terms of this Agreement shall be given no force or effect.
